This will be a weekly element in Life in the Light updating you on the next steps in 
our plans for this fall. 
 

At the end of May a "Church on Wheels" consultant (Eric) came and viewed 
our space at Westfield. He offered ideas on how to make it a welcoming 
space, a worshipful space and a great children's ministry space.  We received 
the proposal from "Church on Wheels" this week and we are reviewing it. 

Pastor Kendall and Steve Fiorentino met with Dr. Doran at Westfield to finalize 
which spaces will be used. 

A stunning cross is being designed that will be the backdrop for the worship 
space.
